In the wake of these financial setbacks, he filed for protection from his creditors via
bankruptcy, and with the help of Henry Huttleston Rogers eventually overcame his financial
troubles. Twain chose to pay all his pre-bankruptcy creditors in full, though he had no legal
responsibility to do so.

needed is developed within the text, very little mathematical background is required. This text has
been class tested for several semesters with a master's level class for secondary teachers.
