Elizabeth set out to rule by good counsel, and she
depended heavily on a group of trusted advisers led by William Cecil, Baron Burghley. One of her
first moves as queen was the establishment of an English Protestant church, of which she became
the Supreme Governor. This Elizabethan Religious Settlement later evolved into today's Church of
England. It was expected that Elizabeth would marry and produce an heir so as to continue the
Tudor line. She never did, however, despite numerous courtships. As she grew older, Elizabeth
became famous for her virginity, and a cult grew up around her which was celebrated in the
portraits, pageants, and literature of the day. In government, Elizabeth was more moderate than her
father and half-siblings had been. One of her mottoes was video et taceo (I see, and say nothing). In
religion she was relatively tolerant, avoiding systematic persecution. After 1570, when the pope
declared her illegitimate and released her subjects from obedience to her, several conspiracies
threatened her life.
