Emphasizing the
significance of her childhood “friend” Walt Whitman, through whose work she first understood that a
poem is a temple, “a place to enter, and in which to feel,” and who encouraged her to vanish into the
world of her writing, Oliver meditates on the forces that allowed her to create a life for herself out of
work and love.

Throughout this collection, Oliver positions not just herself upstream but us as well as
she encourages us all to keep moving, to lose ourselves in the awe of the unknown, and to give
power and time to the creative and whimsical urges that live within us.
