Providing mandated support services--child care and transportation; education and
training; and treatment for alcohol and substance abuse, mental health, and domestic abuse--has
been a challenge for most CWDs. To cope with this expanded workload, they have made different
capacity-building decisions. The slow pace of movement through the system is worrisome, however,
given the five-year lifetime limit that aid recipients face. Finally, those who have found jobs often do
not earn enough to move them completely off aid and toward self-sufficiency. Additional
post-employment services appear to be needed..
