This history
traces the development within the German army from 1918 of the philosophies of loyalty and
disloyalty--and obedience and disobedience--as challenged by the Hitlerian oath of loyalty.

The book also examines the pleasures of the “contesting”
readers of Valley of the Wolves, drawing on the audience interviews, and argues that critical
approaches to a particular media text do not present a barrier to audience pleasures.
